THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND SOCIAL 

SERVICES RELEASES GUIDANCE MEMO 2020-10

DPHSS announced that the following additional businesses and 

organizations are allowed to operate during PCOR 2:

• Eating and Drinking Establishments to include dine-in services (with the exception 

of food courts and bars and taverns)

• Places of Worship at no more than the percent of occupancy rate as identified in 

current or future Executive Orders and face coverings required to be worn at all 

times. 

• Non-Profit Organization operations limited to similar business activities that are 

already authorized in this or previous DPHSS Guidance Memoranda; and

• Noncontact Physical Exercise Lessons/Classes to include crossfit, yoga, Pilates, 

and dance.
