If you're eligible under the Guam-CNMI Visa Waiver Program, here’s what you need to do:
1. Apply for a G-CNMI Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA), or
2. Complete Form I-736 before traveling.

Benefits of the eTA:
• Faster entry: No paperwork upon entry to Guam-CNMI.
• Support available: Email and online help are available from U.S. Customs and Border 

Protection (CBP).
• Increased security: CBP can pre-screen travelers prior to their arrival.

When to Apply:
• Recommended to apply at least 5 days before departure.

eTA Validity:
• Valid for 2 years or until the passport expires.
• A new eTA is needed if you get a new passport or change your name, gender, or 

nationality.
• Passports expiring in less than 6 months are not eligible for an eTA.

INCHEON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT ASCENDS
AS A TOP 3 GLOBAL MEGA HUB
Incheon International Airport has successfully completed its Phase 4 expansion project. With 
the capacity to handle 106 million passengers and 6.3 million tons of cargo annually, Incheon 
Airport is now positioned as one of the top three global mega hub airports. 

With this expansion, Incheon Airport becomes the first in the world to operate two major 
terminals. Terminal 1 and its concourse can handle 54 million passengers, while Terminal 2 can 
accommodate 52 million. The newly added fourth runway increases hourly flight operations 
from 90 to 107, significantly enhancing the airport’s capacity to handle more flights and 
improve efficiency in managing international networks.

The introduction of the “Smart Pass” system, which utilizes AI and biometric recognition, 
eliminates the need for passengers to repeatedly present passports and boarding passes, 
greatly enhancing convenience. Additionally, automated security screening systems streamline 
the security process while maintaining high safety standards, ensuring faster and more secure 
immigration procedures.

KOREAN AIR COMPLETES $1.4 BILLION MERGER WITH ASIANA 
AIRLINES AFTER 4 YEARS
Korean Air completed its long-awaited merger with Asiana Airlines, marking a significant step 
towards positioning the airline among the world’s top 10 carriers and solidifying its status as 
the largest in Northeast Asia. 

Korean Air completed payments for Asiana shares to secure a 63.9 percent stake, putting an 
end to the four-year-long journey on December 11. With the merger, the airline owns a total 
of 238 aircrafts, including 203 passenger flights and 35 cargo planes. 

Over the next two years, the two airlines will still operate independently, with Asiana 
functioning as a subsidiary of Korean Air as they prepare for full integration.

LAI STOPS IN GUAM AND HAWAII

EVA AIR TO LAUNCH TAIPEI TO DALLAS ROUTE IN 2025

EVA Air has announced plans to launch a new route from Taipei to Dallas, Texas, starting November 3, 
2025, with five weekly flights. This expansion will mark Dallas as EVA Air’s ninth destination in North 
America, aiming to capitalize on the city’s status as the world’s third-busiest airport and its growing 
business activities, particularly due to the influx of high-tech companies relocating to Texas. The new 
route is expected to enhance connectivity to Central and Southern America, benefiting both passenger 
and cargo operations. 

President William Lai stopped over in Guam and Hawaii during his seven-day tour of the South 
Pacific, which marked his first official overseas trip since taking office in May. 

The Taiwanese armed forces were on high alert for potential military drills by China in response to 
President Lai’s visit, with the air force conducting a defense exercise involving fighter jets and 
surface-to-air missiles. 

During his tour, President Lao strengthened ties with Taiwan’s diplomatic allies by meeting with the 
leaders of the Marshall Islands, Tuvalu, and Palau, and visiting facilities built with Taiwanese 
assistance.

A light show titled "Amow is Coming!!" is being held at Taipei's Four Four 
South Village, featuring an alien cat named Amow exploring Earth through 
three chapters: "Discover," "Make a Friend," and "Future.“

The exhibition combines science fiction, art, and history, with 
performances running from 7 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. at the central plaza, aiming 
to bridge visitors with the past and inspire visions for the future.

The Frees team created Amow as a virtual IP character, envisioned as an 
alien street artist curious about Earth's culture, language, and history.

For the second consecutive year, Taiwan has been awarded “The Most 
Desirable Island” by UK’s travel magazine, Wanderlust. From January to 
October 2024, nearly 290,000 European tourists visited Taiwan, with 
approximately 60,000 coming from the UK, making it the top European 
source of tourists to Taiwan. 

To promote tourism, Taiwan’s Tourism Administration displayed 
advertisements at London’s Paddington and Victoria stations and launched 
taxi ads in popular areas such as Oxford Street and Trafalgar Square.
