On July 22, 2023, President Ferdinand Marcos Jr. lifted the state of public health
emergency throughout the Philippines.

According to Proclamation No. 297, “All prior orders, memoranda, and issuances
that are effective only during the State of Public Health Emergency shall be deemed
withdrawn, revoked or canceled and shall no longer be in effect.”

As of July 7, presentation of vaccination status and vaccination certificates for
COVID-19 are no longer required for international arrivals into the Philippines.

China’s tourism authorities have decided to live the ban on group tours to South Korea, ending a six-year hiatus caused by frayed
relations following the deployment of a U.S. defense system to the South.

Chinese group tours to South Korea have virtually been halted since 201 amid a bilateral rift over the deployment of the U.S. defense
shield, the Terminal High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD). The sudden relaxation of travel restrictions will likely lead to a boost in Korea’s
post-pandemic tourism industry, who used to make up the largest portion of visitors to Korea.

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CHINA EXPANDS GROUP TOUR LIST, BUT EXCLUDES TAIWAN

The Chinese Ministry of Culture and Tourism yesterday announced its third batch of
countries that Chinese tour groups can visit – with Taiwan conspicuously left out of the list.
Mainland Affairs Council Deputy Minister Jan Jyh-horng said that the government has
conveyed through various communication channels Taiwan’s sincerity and goodwill in
promoting tourism, but so far there has been no positive response on China’s part.

China’s latest list covers 78 countries, including Japan, South Korea, the UK and the US. As
China reopened to the world, it announced its first list of target destinations for tour groups
on Feb. 6 and its second list on March 10, which covered 60 countries.

China’s Taiwan Affairs Office on May 19 announced that Chinese travel agencies can host tour groups arriving from Taiwan, saying that the
matter does not require cross-strait negotiations. Taiwan, on the other hand, allows individuals to travel to China, but bans travel agencies
from organizing group tours to China.

Minister of Transportation and Communications Wang Kwo-tsai last month reiterated that both Taiwan and China must mutually show
goodwill before normal cross-strait tourism could resume.

FOREIGN MINISTER WU PRAISES SUCCESS OF NEW 
SOUTHBOUND POLICY

Minister of Foreign Affairs Jaushieh Joseph Wu said the government’s New Southbound Policy
is helping Taiwan deepen ties with partner countries through experience sharing in areas of
strong mutual interest. The minister made the remarks during his speech at a forum Aug. 9 in
Taipei City marking the fifth anniversary of Taiwan-Asia Exchange Foundation. Established in
2018, the TAEF is the first policy-oriented think tank in the country focusing on Southeast
Asian and South Asian affairs.

Launched in 2016 by President Tsai Ing-wen, the NSP seeks to enhance Taiwan’s agricultural,
business, cultural, education, tourism and trade ties with the 10 Association of Southeast
Asian Nations member states, six South Asian countries, Australia and New Zealand. According
to Wu, under the policy initiative, Taiwan’s public and private sectors have shared their
success with partner countries in areas including agriculture, climate change adaption, culture
and education, green energy development, investment, public health and medicine.

The minister said the TAEF was created to help promote the NSP on the global stage through
hosting the annual Yushan Forum and other similar events to enhance cooperation among
partner countries.

KOREA: South Korea authorities evacuated more than 14,000 people and closed schools
in flood-hit areas as tropical storm Khanun swept over the peninsula on Thursday, having
pounded southern Japan over the past week. Downgraded from a typhoon to a tropical
storm, Khanun made landfall on the southeast coast, and was heading towards the South
Korean capital Seoul. Khanun could also strike North Korea's capital, Pyongyang, early on
Friday and state media there reported that the military and the ruling party had been
ordered to prepare flood-mitigation measures and salvage crops. In South Korea, some
350 flights and 450 train routes were cancelled, and more than 14,000 people were
moved to safety, the interior ministry said. (August 10)

INDONESIA: Indonesia’s resort island of Bali has deported more foreigners in the first
seven months of this year than the whole of last year, with an expert noting that the
immigration policy is likely to deter those who come to Bali to work illegally. "Last year,
in one year alone, 188 people (were deported). It's only July 2023 and already 198
people (have been deported),” Bali Ministry of Law and Human Rights head Anggiat
Napitupulu was quoted as saying by CNN Indonesia on Sunday (Aug 6). He noted
concerns that an increasing number of visitors would lead to more violations in Bali.
“The violations are increasing … The number of foreigners who came last year was still
below 2 million. Now up till July alone, it is already 2.6 million people,” he reportedly
said. (August 7)

HAWAII: Devastating wildfires in the Hawaiian Islands – coupled with vast
communication gaps created by the interruption of services – have many travelers in
limbo as they struggle to leave the especially hard-hit island of Maui or reschedule
imminent travel plans. Here’s what we know right now about Hawaii travel. A blaze
engulfed the historic town, which is a popular tourist destination, and the town was
evacuated. Communication networks have been crippled, and it’s still unclear how
much the fires have impacted the surrounding coast, where numerous resorts are
located. (August 10)

JAPAN: Japan will allow Brazilian tourists to visit the country on short stays without visas
starting Sept. 30, the government said Thursday, creating a reciprocal entry exemption
between the two nations following a summit earlier this year. As this year marks the
115th anniversary of Japanese emigration to Brazil, the reciprocal visa exemptions are
"expected to further deepen people-to-people, cultural and economic exchanges
between the two countries and to promote tourism," the Foreign Ministry said. Japan's
visa exemption for Brazilian visitors staying for a maximum of 90 days was announced by
Prime Minister Fumio Kishida during a meeting with Brazilian President Luiz Inacio Lula da
Silva in May. (August 10)

The country has recorded 95 new cases of the coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19), the lowest
tally in the past four months.

Over Twitter on Tuesday night, OCTA Research Group fellow Dr. Guido David reported that the
figure brought the total COVID-19 cases to 4,160,455 nationwide, with 3,449 active cases.

This is the first time the daily count has dropped to less than 100 since March 20 this year. Twenty
of the new cases came from the National Capital Region.

69% OF DONATED BIVALENT VACCINES ALREADY 
ADMINISTERED - DOH

In a media forum, Department of Health (DOH) Undersecretary Enrique Tayag said the
bivalent jabs can now be used as a first and second booster for healthcare workers, senior
citizens and the immunocompromised.

Earlier, the Health Department encouraged members of the priority population to receive
their bivalent booster jabs as it fast-tracks the rollout of the donated doses, which will
expire in January 2024.

DOH started the administration of the bivalent jabs from the Lithuanian government to the
priority population groups last June 21.

The country is still waiting for the 1.5 to 2 million doses of bivalent jabs from the COVAX
Facility, a worldwide initiative which aims to provide equitable access to COVID-19 vaccines.

Sixty-nine percent, or 269,000
doses of the 390,000 donated
doses of bivalent vaccines against
coronavirus disease 2019 (Covid-
19) have been administered to
priority population groups as of
Aug. 14, a health official said
Tuesday.

“The country’s seven-day positivity
rate is 3.3 percent. Projecting 100 to
150 new cases on the next day August
9, 2023,” David said.

The country also recorded 14 new
deaths and 190 new recoveries. To
date, total COVID-19 deaths stand at
66,640 and recoveries at 4,090,365
nationwide.
